Repentance or changing is not a simple thing. In Luke 14:28-30 Jesus asks us to
count the cost of discipleship, but do we count the cost of repentance? Changing
behaviours that are ingrained in us is hard and understanding why we need to
change maybe even harder. It is not enough to say I am sorry, we need to do the
soul searching that leads us to understand why we were wrong. People and
institutions struggle when they have to own up to the sins they commit, whether
intentionally or accidentally. Sorry is a hard word to say and change is even harder.

Lent is a season of repentance and reflection. It is a time when we should look within
ourselves as a church and ask where have I gone wrong? Where do I need to
change? How can I serve God better? It is easy to say I will give up chocolate for
Lent to remember the fasting of Jesus the wilderness, but a lot harder to say I will
reflect on my relationship with God and my fellow man and seek to make my
relationship better. It is hard because as people and as a church admitting where we
have gone wrong feels like admitting to failing.

In Romans 3:23, we are reminded that all have sinned and fallen short. We all need
to repent. The true failing is denying our humanity, our brokenness, because in that
brokenness we can meet God and grow.

Sorry is a hard word to say, but this Lent let us come before God and say sorry so
that we can grow and become better people and a better church. Genuine
repentance is hard because growth is hard but it is worth it.

Beloved, I ask you to have the courage to grow and become closer to God in this
season.

Church choirs receive £400,000 boost for programme to increase
participation by children

More than 200 church choirs aimed at children and young people will be launched
in @ new programme

'The Choir Project’, working in partnership with the Royal School of Church Music
(RSCM), will engage children and young people with their local church choirs amid
renewed interest in sacred church music.

The launch comes as campaigners press for English Evensong to be given World
Heritage Status to ensure the centuries-old Christian choral tradition is recognised
as an art form of global significance.

The number of cathedral choirs in England reached a record high of 207 in 2024,
but 57% of local church choirs currently have no children.

The new programme will tap into the country’s rich tradition of choral worship with
a view to sparking a revival of local parish choir membership amongst Generation
Alpha, engaging them actively with Christianity.

‘The Choir Project’ will support upwards of 200 churches across England to
establish or renew choirs for children and young people, helping them rediscover
music as a pathway to mission and discipleship.

It will draw on research which suggests that young people are more likely to remain
active in faith communities when they are given meaningful roles, intergenerational
relationships and opportunities for leadership.

The Church of England’s Strategic Mission and Ministry Investment Board has
agreed investment with RSCM of £400,000 to support the programme, as part of
its ‘Partnerships Funding’ stream.

Hugh Morris, Director of the RSCM, said: “We are delighted to be launching this
exciting new project. For generations, church choirs have been one of the most
natural and joyful ways for young people to encounter faith, learn about worship,
and grow in confidence and belonging.

“As we look to our second century of supporting church music and
musicians, RSCM sees this investment in young people as a vital step to ensuring
a bright future of music ministry, and fostering active discipleship across all
backgrounds and socio-economic environments, for the rich heritage we inherit
today.”



The Bishop of Chelmsford, Guli Francis-Dehgani, who has a degree in music and is
author of the Book Listening to the Music of the Soul, said: "The English choral
tradition is unique and part of our rich cultural and spiritual heritage.

“The beauty of church singing speaks directly to people of all generations and from
all walks of life. I am delighted to see this investment that will go to church choirs
across the country.”

Starting choirs has proven to attract engagement from young people in churches,
for example, Loftus Parish, near Saltburn, has grown from two to up to eighteen
children on a Sunday by starting a church choir.

A young chorister from Loftus Parish said: “Every Sunday that you come, you better
yourself in your singing and you better yourself in your knowledge of Jesus and
God.”

Another said: "I love the stories about Jesus, seeing my friends and singing with
the choir.”

By creating resources for integrating faith discussions into choir sessions as well
as musical performance training, RSCM hopes to engage 2,400 young people as
new active Christians. Throughout three years of ‘The Choir Project’, 300 new
leaders will be trained, and 500 volunteers will be mobilised, to tutor the choirs of
tomorrow.

‘The Choir Project’ builds on other recent strategic investment from the national
church in music ministry, such as in Blackburn Diocese, where 9 choirs have been
started in schools.



Meanwhile, investment in Hull Minster has helped re-establish its chorister division,
welcoming 45 young people and their families to the choir and church, leading four
parish churches in the area to start re-establishing a choral tradition.

We need to
adjust to such changes or at least, if possible, have our prescriptions, if any,
reviewed. If we are lucky enough to have carers to help us, family or others, we
must allow for other demands on their time as well as what they are kindly doing for
us.

It can be that the smooth running of our day might be disturbed by a need to help
someone else. We need then to break into our happy methodical way to help that
person in greater need, creating our own disturbance.

No doubt in the Gospel story the Samaritan will have had prior plans for his day which
had to be set aside to help where it was more urgently needed. From what we read
about Jesus, he was always happy to break away from what he was doing to help
others.

Interruptions to the pattern of our routines can be disturbing but nevertheless
important to the future of our lives, as well as the lives of others.

Today we honour all women who have in one way or another been special to us, and
in church this is usually signalled by small bunches of flowers for every woman
present.

Treating mums and grans to Sunday lunch, chocolates and flowers is also part of the
present mix. And will there be a simnel cake to be seen — a tradition from ages past
— with its rich layers of marzipan, and eleven balls of marzipan on top, reminders of
the 11 disciples who remained faithful to Jesus?

Not everyone has enjoyed a wonderful or enduring relationship with their mum, so
lest we get carried away on a wave of love and sentimentality, there is usually space
in the Mothering Sunday church service to reflect on and pray for those whose
relationships with their mother were not all they might have been.

Also, there are the families blighted by the lack of, or death of a child; families
remembering a mum who died tragically young; women who never had a child but
would have dearly loved the opportunity; all these and more are a recognition of the
imperfections of human love, human life.

These imperfections can be brought in prayer to the God who mothers us. In the Old
Testament, Isaiah speaks of God comforting His people like a mother hen. In the New
Testament, both Matthew and Luke bear witness to Jesus expressing His desire to
gather His people as a mother hen gathers her chicks under her wings. Yes, God has
strong maternal qualities which He invites us to discover and enjoy!

Have you discovered the mothering, nurturing, maternal qualities which God offers to

all people? It's lovelier than flowers, more long-lasting than simnel cake, better than
a visit from family, and it's free to everyone who wants it — it could be yours!

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Portraits

Artists have for centuries created portraits of people who are famous, or sufficiently
interesting enough for them to think that person’s picture needs to be preserved.
Except in rare cases such as with identical twins, we all look different. How wonderful
that is? Even if we are a twin our personalities are likely to be different so in French
we might say “Vive la difference” as how muddling it would be if we all looked alike?

The value of portraits has been recognized for years, and we have the National
Portrait Gallery in London. There are even portraits of people on the walls of
prehistoric caves and in the pyramids. Cartoonists have also had great fun depicting
people in humorous ways to the joy of many.

Of course, nowadays we have so many photographs depicting us all, whatever age
we are. We may not like how we have been portrayed. Early portraits might be lovely
but often are not labelled and so we no longer know who they are. I have been
struggling to dispose of so many old photograph albums and to decide what to keep
and what to save is very difficult. More recently photos are taken on mobile phones
but rarely preserved thereafter.

But an oil painting or a statue can express far more in the hands of a great artist.
Jennifer Ford, the wife of Peter, a former Reader at St Marks, was a superb portrait
artist. Years ago, she told my wife, Jenny, that most people wanted to have their
portrait as soon as it was completed so she was unable to display it. Jenny said she
didn't want a portrait so she, Jennifer Ford, could paint my Jenny if Jennifer Ford
wanted to. It took some time, but when completed it was displayed in the Mall Gallery
in London entitled “Mrs. Ian Archer” and only when Jennifer Ford left with her
husband, years later, to live in Germany, was I able to buy it and it graces the wall
above our mantelpiece to this day.

How amazing that now we can keep portraits on our mobile phones and then send
them to others who might be interested. Also, nowadays cine films and videos can
bring the memory of those we love, or have loved, back to us. How lucky we are.

All in the month of March

It was:

175 years ago, on 11 March 1851 that the premiere of Italian composer Giuseppe
Verdi's opera Rigoletto, was held in Venice.

150 years ago, on 10 March 1876 that the world’s first telephone call was
made. Alexander Grham Bell used his telephone to call his assistant, Thomas
Watson, after spilling acid in his laboratory. The first words ever spoken on a
telephone were: “"Mr Watson, come here. I want you.”

100 years ago, on 30 March 1926 that Ingvar Kamprad, Swedish businessman,
was born. He founded IKEA, the furniture retail company, in 1943, when he was just
17 years old. (Died 2018) 90 years ago, on 4 March 1936 that the German
airship Hindenburg made its first flight. It was the largest airship ever constructed,
and was destroyed in a fire in May 1937, ending the era of airship travel.

80 years ago, on 25 March 1946 that London’s Heathrow Airport first opened as
London Airport. It was renamed Heathrow Airport in 1966.

75 years ago, on 15 March 1951 that Dennis the Menace first appeared in the
British children’s comic, 7he Beano.

40 years ago, on 3 March 1986 that Queen Elizabeth II signed the Australia Act,
severing Australia’s remaining legal ties with Britain and granting it full
independence.

30 years ago, on 13 March 1996 that the Dunblane Massacre took place in
Scotland. Thomas Hamilton, a former Scout leader, entered Dunblane Primary
School, shot dead 16 children and a teacher, wounded 15 more, and then committed
suicide. As a result, the private ownership of handguns was banned in the UK.

25 years ago, on 26 March 2001 that the UK Post Office was rebranded as
Consignia, at a cost of around £2million. The name was so unpopular that the
following year it was renamed The Royal Mail Group.

20 years ago, on 21 March 2006 that Twitter, the online social networking/micro-
blogging service, was founded. Its website went live on 15 July that year.

10 years ago, on 31 March 2016 that Ronnie Corbett, Scottish films and tv
comedian, actor, screenwriter and broadcaster ( 7he Two Ronnies) died.

The PCC will discuss the most appropriate use of the legacy
in the light of current projects and the donor’s known areas of interest in the church
(for example, children and youth, music, buildings).

You may also receive tax benefits for including a gift to St Mark’s in your will. A gift
in your will to a charity is free of inheritance tax and may also reduce the amount of
